2026-2027 Conservation and Recreation Permit Season
The new permit season ends on February 28, 2026. Conservation and recreation permits will expire on that date and must be renewed, as the new permit season begins on March 1, 2026, and will run through February 2027.
Montana Fish, Wildlife and Parks (FWP) is launching a new License Ambassador program for all external license sales. This program partners with local businesses and utilizes a secure web-based system, eliminating the need for outdated equipment.
